We in no way feel superior to our dear friends, but we feel the need to protect our 

children from certain differences practiced by both adults and children such as genital touching, discussions 

about which child is better and why or which child is not smart and why, older child domination, and 

physical aggression. We are thankful for the advice we have received from other missionary families, and, 

although we intend to shelter our precious little ones more, we are not resorting to a compound lifestyle. 

We deeply hope that our children will pick up on wonderful parts of Khmer culture like respect for the 

elderly and that they will form deep and lasting friendships in this wonderful country we now call home.

Gender Differences 

Touching someone of another 

gender here is culturally 

inappropriate. That presents a 

great challenge for those sharing 

the Gospel across gender lines 

who lead someone to Christ. 

Many women do not want men to 

see them be baptized even if the 

woman is fully clothed. 

Counting the Cost 

Becoming a Christian in Cambodia 

requires true faith as many here 

feel it is essentially renouncing 

oneΩs very heritage. Khmers must 

count the cost of following Jesus 

before they put Him on in 

baptism since the act is a public 

one their families and 

acquaintances will know about.  

False Teaching 

We recently had a friend apply for 

a job at a άChristianέ NGO where 

they told him he would have to 

have a signed certificate of 

baptism from an acceptable 

pastor before he would even be 

considered for the job. So few 

Khmer learn what the Bible really 

teaches about baptism. 

A Ritual or Work 

Ritual in Khmer culture abounds, 

and, for new Christians, baptism 

presents a challenge. God must 

help them see that His grace 

saves them, not an actΧor any 

other acts following. New 

Christians also have to explain 

this to their non-Christian friends. 

As with all of us, it is difficult to 

overcome our own worldviews. 

Family Belief 

One of the wonderful aspects of 

Khmer culture is family unity. 

Oftentimes, when one member 

decides to become a Christian, 

others will join the faith as well. 

Last summer, we witnessed a 

man and his wife baptized 

together, and we hope the Lord 

will bring more families to Him! 

Community Witness 

Baptism allows a new Christian to 

shine in their community right 

away. We canΩt even hide our 

electrical bill from our neighbors, 

so άhidingέ a baptism just would 

not be possible. What a great way 

for a new believer to share their 

faith without saying a word!
